1. PLAN YOUR MEETING. Decide on who will take the lead

in the meeting, and what each person will contribute to the
conversation. You will likely have only 10-15 minutes for your
meeting. If you are not familiar with the official, it is important
to do research about them in advance.

DEFINE YOUR MESSAGE IN ADVANCE. Focus your
comments on one primary issue. Plan two or three
observations or arguments that emphasis the heart of your
position.

MAKE AN APPOINTMENT. Meetings with legislators can
occur in Springfield, their district office or at a school. Itis
important to be flexible and understanding if a confirmed
meeting is changed.

STATE THE REASON FOR YOUR VISIT. Be clear about
why you are there, why they should be interested and what
you want them to do. Emphasize that you are a constituent of
theirs. Keep your reason concise, focused and personalized.

ENGAGE IN CONVERSATION. The most productive
meetings include a dialogue with the elected official. Make
sure to answer questions to the best of your ability and offer to
follow up on information you do not have on hand.

TOP 10 TIPS ON MEETING
WITH ELECTED OFFICIALS*

ASK FOR A COMMITMENT. If you don’t ask your elected
official for action, you likely won’t see any.

If they decline, encourage them to think about it and let
them know you will be in touch.

HAVE A “LEAVE-BEHIND.” These documents can
include a one-pager on the information you presented,
academic data on schools in their district and/or an
invitation to an upcoming event at your school.

REPORT ON YOUR VISIT. Draft notes and next steps
from the meeting as soon as possible. Let the lllinois
Network of Charter Schools know that you made the visit
and report what was discussed.

FOLLOW UP. A handwritten thank you note to the
elected official is ideal. An email thank you is an
acceptable alternative. If you promised to get them
additional information, please include that in your
communication or let them know when to expect it. If you
took a picture, please send them a copy.

VISIT MORE THAN ONCE. Over time, visit with your
elected official to continue to discuss charter school
updates and pending legislation. Be sure to be a reliable
source of information for them by delivering what you
promise, avoid overstatements and communicate clearly.

e The average Chicago charter public school student experiences twice the amount of academic growth from 9th grade to 11th
grade on ACT-aligned exams compared to the average student at a non-selective district-run school.

e 19 of the top 20 open enrollment public high schools in Chicago based on academic growth are charters schools.

e Charter public schools represent the top 11 highest performing non-selective Chicago public high schools on the 2013 ACT.

e College persistence rates of Chicago charter school students are 10 percentage points higher (69% vs. 59%) than their non-
selective counterparts for 2012, the latest year of available data.

e Renowned research institutions validate Charter performance:
-A 2013 study from Stanford University found that from 2008-2012, charter school students experienced two weeks more growth in
reading and a month more growth in math on average compared to their district-run public school counterparts.
-A 2014 Mathematica Institute study found that charter high schools in Chicago boost students rates of graduation, college
enrollment, and college persistence by 7 to 11 percentage points.
